5. The federal relief programs and Social Security.

6. The political pressures from both the left and the right that caused Franklin Roosevelt to move in a new direction from 1935 on.

7. The changes in organized labor during the New Deal.

8. The effects of the court-packing scheme and the recession of 1937 and 1938 on Roosevelt and the New Deal.
9. The impact of the New Deal on minorities and women

10. The lasting significance of the New Deal to the American economy, political systems and popular culture.

12. Describe how the New Deal improved the lives of ordinary Americans.
13. Explain how Federal Project Number One aided writers and artists.

14. Identify the common themes that emerged in the novels, films, and plays of the New Deal Era.
